ABSTRACT - Federal jury in Memphis acquits FedEx pilot Vernice Kuglin 
on six counts of tax evasion after she testifies that she wrote letters asking 
Internal Revenue Service what law required her to pay taxes but never 
received response; verdict brings into question IRS practice of ignoring 
such questions, which it regards as frivolous because first words of IRS 
code are 'a tax is hereby imposed'; Kuglin filed withholding statement on 
Dec 30, 1995, directing that no taxes be withheld from her pay; she 
earned $920,000 from 1996 through 2001 but no taxes were withheld; 
normal taxes for period would have been about $250,000; acquittal does 
not relieve Kuglin of obligation to pay taxes; photo (M) 
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
